Enatai in the Bellevue Reporter!

In the April 29™ edition of the Bellevue Reporter
there were two articles about Enatai students.
Ms. Greytak and Ms. Richardson’s second grade

class made a bird sanctuary at Enatai
Neighborhood Park, also know as ‘Pit Park’.
Sam Stone, from Ms. Oh’s third grade class,
worked to keep a nest at Surry Downs Park safe.
The second graders worked with their teacher,
Ms. Greytak, to research the types of birds that
live in our local parks. They received help from
Mr. and Mrs. Hall from the Eastside Audubon
Society, who helped them decide what types of
native plants they could add to the park that help
the birds thrive. Some of the student’s families
built birdhouses.

On April 20 the class went on a field trip to put
up the birdhouses and plant the 26 plants for the
sanctuary. You can check it out for yourself at
the back, upper level of the park (across the
street from school).

Sam Stone was also looking out for the birds.

He found a nest at Surry Downs Park that he was
worried would be destroyed because it was in the
middle of the grass. Sam and his mom Ellen
enlisted the help a police officer, courthouse
administrator, at least four people who work for
city maintenance and workers at the Probation
Office located next to the park.

Here are the highl ights of the Education
Reform Bill that passed and is awaiting the
Governoro6s signature.

1 Redefines Basic Education to include:
increased instructional hours, from the
current 1,000 to 1,080, the opportunity
to complete 24 credits for high school
graduatio n, all -day kindergarten, highly
capable programs, targeted early
learning and a new transportation
funding formula. These new pieces will
not be added all at once, but will be
phased in according to an
implementation schedule to be

developed by the Quality Council, with

a completion date of 2018.

1 Implements a prototypical schools
funding model. The model will create a
Afcored allocations
understand categories with
enhancements for certain staffing
categories, including highly capable,
career/t echnology, and AP/IB
programs.

1 Creates the Quality Education Council
as an on -going oversight entity. The
Council, comprised of eight legislators,
representatives from OSPI, the
governords office,
Education, the Professional Educator
Standards Board and the Department
of Early Learning, would recommend
and assist with the on  -going
implementation of an evolving program
of Basic Education and financing.
