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Martha has to cross the street to get to the bus.  When the bus driver stops and 

opens the door, red and yellow lights flash and a stop sign signals all cars to stop. 

Safety tip:  Wait for the stop sign and flashing lights, and then look both ways  

before crossing the street.
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Carmen’s older sister, Rosa, attends the high school next door.  Sometimes she wants 

to drive Carmen to school, but Carmen would rather ride the bus with her friends. 

Safety tip:  Always take the bus. It’s the safest way to get to school. 
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In the afternoon when school is over, our teacher helps us to find the  

right bus to go home. 

Safety tip:  Look for your bus number to be sure you’re boarding the right bus.
